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As scientific research is becoming increasingly international, the ability to speak about one’s research field in English
and access scientific literature in English is a fundamental skill for future scientists. This course provides students

~ with a starting point towards Biology-specific content understanding in English. Students will be exposed to Biology
' terminology in English in an interactive setting, using project-based approach to learning.
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By the end of this course students will:
learn basic Biology terminology in English;
practice using this terminology in group discussions and team projects;

. get used to listening and participating in interactive lectures in English;

make a poster and a presentation in English on Biology-related topic.

. Relevant materials will be provided for each class by the course instructor.

Students will be expected to review the previous class material and preview the upcoming class material before each
